CONTRIBUTIONS TO EDUCATION & SCIENCE
Governance, Academic and Science

In addition to general administration, as Professor and Director of the National Centre of Excellence in Geology, University of Peshawar, for 20 and 12 years, respectively, I started on a long-range Vision and devised a Development Plan. I solicited and earned large grants from UGC/HEC as well as external sources. These initiatives played a major role in 1) Setting up advanced research laboratories, 2) Establishing a good library housing many books and over 35 international and national scientific journals way back in mid-1980s, 3) Developing a well-qualified faculty  through finding overseas scholarships for younger colleagues, 4) Driving faculty and students of the Centre towards greater involvement in both applied and basic research, and 5) Raising the Centre to be rated as one of the leading academic institutions of advanced education in Pakistan. As Dean of Faculty of Science in the University of Peshawar, looked after the academic matters of 15 departments of science.

The University of Peshawar had 51 institutes/departments, ranging from schools through colleges and departments, to centers for advanced studies and research during 1997-2000. With more than 15,000 students and a sprawling campus housing 50,000 people, the management and administration alone was a challenging task for any chief of the university (it may be worse today!). As VC of the university, my responsibilities included the overall administration, infrastructure planning and development, fiscal management, human resource development, quality assurance and innovation in academic and research activities as well as law and order on the campus.

July 2001 to Jan 2004, engaged in establishment of a newly chartered, private sector institution, the Sarhad University of Science & Information Technology, Peshawar. Because of sound foundation provided in its teething years, the university has been on a rapidly rising trajectory.

October 2005 to Feb 2010, involved as VC in planning and implementation of 15 years (2006-2020) growth and development strategy, and quality assurance in Quaid-i-Azam University (QAU), Islamabad. QAU is the leading university of Pakistan, and efforts were made so that it could create a space for itself in the top universities of Asia and the world.

Over >20 years, involved in various positions for promotion of Education, Science and Technology in Pakistan, through participation in conferences, membership of committees and governing bodies of many institutions and mentoring of young scientists.  
Have been engaged in strengthening of Science and enhancing the image of Pakistan in the OIC member states. Responsibilities at COMSTECH, as Adviser since 2011, included HRD, Responsibilities at COMSTECH included HRD, Capacity Building, organizing Thematic Workshops & Conferences, overseeing Inter-Islamic S&T Networks, COMSTECH Awards for Excellence in S&T, preparation of policy documents including KPIs for universities in OIC, representing COMSTECH in many OIC meetings.
   Research/Teaching Contributions
   Since joining Peshawar University in 1968 as faculty member, MQ Jan focused attention on the >25,000 km2 area of Kohistan (comprising parts of Swat, Dir, Chitral, Indus Kohistan, and Gilgit-Baltistan) that was shown unmapped on the 1964 Geological Map of Pakistan. This part of NW Himalaya in northern Pakistan comprises a sandwich of the Kohistan ranges and allied terrain between colliding continental blocks of the Karakoram-Hindukush ranges in the north and the Indian plate in the south. This seismically active area displays a complex interplay of thrust tectonics, orogeny and mountain building, magmatism and metamorphism, uplift and denudation. Studies by our group from the University of Peshawar and international collaborators (mainly from France, UK and USA) showed that the Kohistan terrain stretches from the Nanga Parbat-Haramosh massif in the east to beyond the Pakistan-Afghanistan border in the west. Across the massif the arc extends eastward for even a greater length in Ladakh. 
The Kohistan terrain exposes a complete and spectacular section of an intra-oceanic island arc that originated at equatorial latitudes during the Late Jurassic-Early Cretaceous. It became an Andean-type continental margin during the Late Cretaceous when it was welded to the Karakoram-Hindukush block. This whole assembly collided with the Indian Plate during the Paleocene-Early Eocene. MQ Jan’s work covered many aspects of the magmatic arc, with particular focus on the preparation of a regional geological map and investigation of the petrology of the mafic and ultramafic complexes that constitute much of the southern and central parts of the arc.  
 Over 50 years, MQ Jan carried out extensive and intensive research on the geology, tectonics, mineralogy, igneous and metamorphic petrology, and geochemistry of this inhospitable and difficult terrain. He also investigated several gemstone (emerald, peridot, ruby, garnet, topaz) occurrences in northern Pakistan, and contributed to petrology of the Chagai-Raskoh and Waziristan magmatic arcs in Balochistan and KP, respectively. One particular aspect of his research involved the geochemical study of the chromites in the Chilas, Sapat, Jijal, Waziristan, Muslimbagh and Bela mafic-ultrmafic/ophiolitic complexes which, barring Chilas, define the suture zone (collision boundary) between the Asiatic blocks and northwestern edge of the Indian plate in Pakistan. In addition to these, he remained engaged in the study of magmatism and metamorphism of the Indian plate rocks, including 1) Permian rift-related magmatism and 2) petrography and petrology of alkaline complexes around the Peshawar Plain, and 3) detailed investigation of the geology, petrography, petrology and geomorphology of the Neoproterozoic Nagar Parkar igneous complex in southeastern Sindh. The latter is an extension of the Malani Igneous suite, a Large Igneous Province (LIP), of western Rajasthan. 
   These studies resulted in numerous presentations in conferences and seminars, and over 300 publications in local and international journals, and have contributed to (1) a better understanding of the geodynamic evolution of the northwest Himalaya-Kohistan-Karakoram-Hindukush region of Pakistan, (2) petrologic and tectonic evolution of the lower and middle continental crust in general and Kohistan magmatic arc in particular, with special emphasis on the Kamila amphibolites, and Chilas, Jijal, Tora tigga, and Sapat mafic-ultramafic complexes defining the middle and lower parts of the arc crust, (3) chemical mineralogy of chromite occurrences of Pakistan, (4) tectonic configuration of gemstones of northern Pakistan, (5) recent investigation related to natural hazards,  neotectonics and earthquakes in northern Pakistan and Balochistan, (6) geochemistry and petrology of the Cretaceous-Tertiary Raskoh and Chagai magmatic arcs, (7) the realization that a) the Nagar Parkar igneous complex in SE Sindh is indeed an extension of the Malani Igneous Suite, b) the Proterozoic (750 to <800 Ma), A2-type granitoids of Nagar Parkar are emplaced in a calc-alkaline island arc foundation (800+ to 900 Ma) and were followed by bimodal mafic-silicic magmatism, and c) some of the felsic dykes are Permian and possibly related to rifting (never reported before from Malani LIP, and raising the possibility that some dykes in the area might turn out to be even younger and related to latest Cretaceous Deccan volcanic province, (8) publication of the seminal book on Geology and Tectonics of Pakistan (Kazmi and Jan 1997; 556 p.) giving details of all aspects of the geology of Pakistan, (9) production of the first reconnaissance geological map of northern Pakistan (Tahirkheli and Jan 1979), (10) compilation of annotated geological bibliography of northern Pakistan (up to 2002), and (11) provision of a broad data base useful in research, planning, and mineral industry.
