5- Main Scientific Research
Kubota’s research corresponded to 395 articles in specialized journals with a selective editorial policy and over 70 invited plenary and distinguished lectures. He has also authored/co-authored 26 patents, one book, and 15 chapters. He has already supervised 17 masters, 35 Ph.D., and 25 undergraduate students, besides 27 postdocs in his lab. All together received more than 14000 citations corresponding to an “h index” of 65, according to the Web-of-Science (05/01/2024). In addition, he supervises three postdocs, three masters, and 6 Ph.D. students. The main research areas of interest are biosensors, bioelectrochemistry, bioassay, and electrochemical methods of analysis for point-of-care, mainly using novel materials for these purposes.
